Apply for free school meals 

 

Your child may be able to get free school meals if you get any of the following: 

¶ Income Support 

¶ income-based Jobseekerȭs Allowance 

¶ income-related Employment and Support Allowance 

¶ support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 

¶ the guaranteed element of Pension Credit 

¶ Child Tax Credit (provided youȭre not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual gross 

income of no more than £16,190) 

¶ Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit 

Universal Credit - if you apply on or after 1 April 2018 your household income must be less than £7,400 
a year (after tax and not including any benefits you get) 
Cost of living support payments  

If your child is eligible for benefits-related free school meals you may also be entitled to claim Cost of 
Living Support payments.

If your child is eligible for free school meals, theyȭll also qualify for the Holiday Activity and Food  

Programme (HAF). You have to apply before each holiday for these. Contact your local council to find 
out how to apply.

A gentle reminder about school uniform: 

The purpose of school uniform is to  

ɇ Encourage a sense of pride and belonging to a community ɇ Encourage pupils to take pride in their appearance and 
presentation ɇ Encourage a sense of equality  

ɇ Help ensure pupilsȭ clothing is practical, appropriate, safe and  comfortable  

ɇ Encourage good behaviour for learning by establishing a link  between school uniform and expected behaviour in 
school and  lessons.   

Uniform  : Pupils are required to wear  

- grey or black school trousers, skirt or pinafore dress - blue or yellow gingham dress  

- yellow polo shirt  

- royal blue top or cardigan

Every effort has been made by the school to ensure that the uniform is a  combination of the following:   

ɇ affordable             ɇ easily sourced             ɇ good quality  

Dress code  : A sensible dress code includes:   

ɇ skirts, dresses and shorts to be a reasonable, appropriate length ɇ plain socks or tights in black, grey or white  

ɇ all shoes with socks or tights  

ɇ no open toed sandals or crocs  

ɇ no jewellery except watches and stud earrings  

ɇ long hair to be tidy and tied back  

ɇ no nail polish  

PE kit- currently to be worn on all day PE days: 

ɇ white or yellow t-shirt, preferably with the school logo ɇ black or blue shorts, leggings or track suit  
bottoms  

ɇ pair of socks  

ɇ pair of trainers  

 

School jumpers can be worn on top of PE clothes for extra warmth on PE days; also for Outdoor Learning days can we   
request, where possible, that clothes are school colours and always suitable for the weather.
